Month of November
We have now entered November, the month in which the Church remembers in a special way the souls of those who have died. We honour the Saints (1st Nov – All Saints Day) and pray for those detained in Purgatory (2nd Nov – All Souls Day, and generally, in the whole month of November). 
As we read in the 2nd Book of Maccabees in the Bible, it is “a holy and pious thought” to pray and offer sacrifices (the Mass; little acts of self -denial in a spirit of prayer and penance…) for the souls of the dead (see 2Mac 12:39-45). When we do these things in union with Jesus, remembering His sacrifice on the cross, we can help to open up the way to Heaven for the souls in Purgatory. So let us do this, with Mary’s help!  
During November, all the Masses in Banff (and Peterhead and Fraserburgh) that don’t have a specific intention are offered for the souls inscribed in our November lists.
